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The best storage containers for quilts should always be cool and dry, as exposure to heat and humidity can
damage the fabric. Y ou should aso store quilts away from light to prevent fading. ...

Store quilts away from sunlight, which can fade the fabric. Also avoid putting quilts in a humid area, like a
basement or attic, because the moisture can damage the fabric and cause mildew, ...

Additionally, if the bag is not properly sealed or there is excessive pressure, the quilt"s fibers can become
distorted or crushed. The plastic itself can damage the quilt fibers. It is best to store your quiltsinside of ...

Roll Quilts. If you have a safe place to store along tube you can roll quilts for storage. This is another method
that eliminates fold lines.
