The answer depends on the size of the kiln and the amount of sunlight available but as a general rule we have

calculated the number of solar panels needed: A small kiln (1-2 cubic feet) can be powered by a single

100-watt solar panelIf you live in an area with lots of sunlight,you may be able to get by with fewer panels.
